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12th Flying Training Wing
The 12th Flying Training Wing is the host unit at Randolph Air Force Base, Texas. 
Mission 
With a multifold mission, the 12th Flying Training Wing conducts instructor pilot training in the Raytheon-Beech T-6A Texan II, Cessna T-37 Tweet, Northrop T-38 Talon and Beech T-1A Jayhawk aircraft.  In addition, the wing conducts Joint Specialized Undergraduate Navigator Training and electronic warfare officer training in the Boeing T-43A medium-range turbofan jet.
The 12th Flying Training Wing has four groups: operations, logistics, support and medical.  The 12th Flying Training Wing trains and equips its people to meet the Air Force’s worldwide Air and Space Expeditionary Force commitment.  In addition, it is responsible for the Air Force’s Advanced Instrument School (AIS).   
The wing also provides host-base support to more than 30 Department of Defense units, including Headquarters Air Education and Training Command, Air Force Personnel Center and Air Force Recruiting Service. 
12th Operations Group 
The 12th Operations Group contains one support squadron, six flying squadrons, and one airlift flight.  In addition, aligned with joint specialized undergraduate navigator training, which hosts a detachment of Naval personnel, is the Marine Corps Aerial Navigation School with a detachment of Marine Corps instructors. 
Pilot Instructor Training (PIT) 
The 12th Flying Training Wing is the only unit that teaches Air Force pilots to be flight instructors for Air Education and Training Command’s four undergraduate pilot training bases.  Each year, about 350 instructor pilots graduate from the wing’s 13-week training course.  Using teaching techniques in the aircraft, the simulator and the classroom, trainees learn how to fly and instruct at the same time. 
The units conducting instructor pilot training are the 99th, 558th, 559th and 560th Flying Training Squadrons.  The flying squadrons are responsible for the flying portion of the training, while the 12th Operations Support Squadron is responsible for academic training before the flying portion. 
It takes an average of 55 hours of classroom training, 30 hours of simulator training, and about 60 hours of actual flying to become an instructor pilot.  The 558th Flying Training Squadron is responsible for training in the Air Force's newest pilot training aircraft, the T-6A Texan II.  The first T-6A arrived on Randolph in July 1999.  The wing currently has 25 T-6 Texan IIs, and more aircraft will continue to arrive on station.  The T-6 Texan II represents the first new training propeller aircraft procured by the Air Force in more than 30 years and marks the beginning of a new era in Specialized Undergraduate Pilot Training.  The aging T-37 fleet will eventually be replaced with the new T-6A.  SUPT will remain the same with advanced training for students identified to go into fighters conducted in the T-38 and those selected for heavy aircraft receiving their advanced training in the T-1A. 
The 559th Flying Training Squadron provides instructor pilot candidates instructor qualifications training in the T-37, the 560th Flying Training Squadron provides pilot instructor training in the supersonic T-38 jet aircraft, and the 99th Flying Training Squadron conducts PIT in the T-1A jet aircraft.   
Navigator Training 
The 12th Flying Training Wing conducts training for Air Force, Navy and Marine Corps personnel in Joint Specialized Undergraduate Navigator Training (JSUNT) and the Marine Aerial Navigation School.  The wing also trains air force, navy, and other military personnel from more than 20 allied countries.  The largest of the wing’s training programs, these courses offer students the opportunity to earn their wings and aeronautical ratings as navigators, Electronic Warfare Officers and Naval Flight Officers. 
The JSUNT program is 32 weeks long and is divided into academic, T-45 simulator and T-43 flight instruction.  This program is conducted by the 562nd Flying Training Squadron, training navigators and Naval Flight Officers headed for heavy aircraft such as the KC-135, E-3, C-130, E-6A, and P-3. 
In addition, the 563rd Flying Training Squadron is the home of the Air Force’s only Electronic Warfare Officer training school.  The school moved to Randolph from Pensacola Naval Air Station, Florida, in May 1999, providing specialized training for undergraduate navigator students selected to train as electronic warfare officers and weapon system officers. 

The Marine Aerial Navigation School is 24 weeks long and offers academic, T-45, and T-43 training.  This program is staffed by U.S. Marine Corps instructors and prepares enlisted navigators to fly C-130 cargo aircraft. 
Advanced Instrument School 

The 12th Flying Training Wing conducts the Department of Defense’s only graduate-level instrument flight school.  The Advanced Instrument School teaches instrument procedures to more than 280 select instructor pilots and senior aircraft commanders annually, from all services and foreign air forces.  The instructors are Air Force instrument experts responsible for development and technical application of instrument policies, procedures and techniques. 
Air Transportation Unit 
Located on Randolph’s south flight line is the 332nd Airlift Flight, an Air Mobility Command unit.  The 332nd provides air transportation for military and civilian government employees traveling on orders to military and civilian airfields throughout the United States.  It also provides immediate response emergency airlift for members of the Brooke Army Medical Center burn team from Fort Sam Houston, Texas, and neonatal emergency medical teams from Wilford Hall Medical Center at Lackland Air Force Base.  The 332nd has six C-21A aircraft and about 30 personnel assigned. 
12th Mission Support Group
The 12th Logistics Group provides maintenance, supply, transportation, contracting and other logistics support to the 12th Flying Training Wing and associate units at Randolph.  
The 12th Contracting Squadron provides contract acquisition support to Headquarters Air Education and Training Command, 19th Air Force, Air Force Personnel Center, Air Force Recruiting Service, Air Force Manpower and Innovation Agency and other associate units.  The squadron executes more than 16,500 contracting actions annually.  Base level support includes all major construction contracts, services, commodity, and computer requirements. 
The 12th Aircraft Maintenance Organization provides equipment maintenance support for all T-1A, T-6A, T-37, T-38 and T-43A aircraft valued at more than $760 million.  The organization manages a regional plastic media blasting facility for Air Education and Training Command, Quality Assurance Evaluation Program for T-43 and T-1 contractor operated and maintained base supply and transient operations, and the Repair Cycle Management Program.  The organization also provides munitions, aerospace ground equipment, test, measurement and diagnostic equipment support to associated customers. 
The 12th Supply Squadron supports the wing and tenant activities that consist of more than 500 accounts.  The squadron provides and accounts for more than 19,000 line items for aircraft parts, supplies, equipment and petroleum worth more than $83 million.  In addition, the squadron acquires, stores and distributes materiel to support all assigned 12th FTW aircraft. 
The 12th Transportation Squadron is responsible for the movement of personal property for 22,000 personnel.  The squadron manages and maintains 2,200 vehicles valued at more than $42 million, and provides transportation and freight support for a work force of more than 11,000.  In addition, the transportation squadron maintains deployment readiness and executes contingency and mobilization taskings to ensure optimal wartime base readiness support. 
12th Support Group 
The 12th Support Group is comprised of four squadrons and one division serving the needs of the wing and tenant units, more than 15,000 people on the base and more than 24,000 retirees in the local area. The group is the focal point for all base support activities which include responsibility for military and civilian personnel management, administrative services, security and resource protection, disaster preparedness, recreational activities, family and transient housing, airmen dormitories and dining facilities.  Other responsibilities include upkeep of all base buildings, facilities and infrastructures, environmental protection, energy conservation and base communications. 
The 12th Mission Support Squadron is AETC’s largest.  Administratively responsible for both HQ AETC and wing staff divisions, the squadron has two first sergeants and two orderly rooms.  The military and civilian personnel flights provide support for about 4,700 military personnel and 3,500 civilians.  Family and community support programs are administered by the Randolph Family Support Center.  The Education Services Flight provides off-duty education, distance learning, tuition assistance and college-level testing.  The Randolph Airman Leadership School provides professional military education for senior airmen and offers the Professional Military Training Seminar for airmen first class.  The 12th MSS is also responsible for the First-Term Airmen Center. 
The 12th Communications Squadron provides, operates and maintains all voice and data communications; airfield navigational and weather systems; and visual information management in support of Randolph and its associate units.  The squadron is the focal point for communication and computer systems requirements and operates the base network control center that is responsible for the management of the entire base communications and networking infrastructure. 
The 12th Security Forces Squadron provides force protection in the form of law enforcement and physical security for Randolph.  The squadron is also responsible for air base defense, personnel security clearances, information and industrial security programs, crime prevention programs, pass and registration, and combat arms training. 
The 12th Civil Engineer Squadron’s responsibilities include all construction, maintenance and repair for Randolph that includes 1,195 Air Force buildings and 5,044 acres of land.   The unit maintains the grounds, roadways and infrastructure that support all base and tenant organization missions, as well as more than 1,000 housing units for assigned personnel and their families.  12th CES provides fire fighting and rescue for facilities and aircraft. The unit also conducts hazardous materials awareness training for disaster response personnel and nuclear, biological and chemical defense training for deployable troops. 
The 12th Services Division ensures Randolph members and their families have appropriate recreational facilities.  Those activities include the officer and enlisted clubs, youth and child development centers, bowling center, sports programs, golf course, library, hunt and saddle club, skeet range, Canyon Lake Outdoor Recreation Area, swimming pools, and hobby shops for auto, wood, and arts and crafts “do-it-yourself” projects. 
12th Medical Group  
The 12th Medical Group operates the largest freestanding Air Force clinic in the continental United States.  Clinic staff members provide comprehensive medical and dental care, physiological training, disaster response, health promotion and occupational public health support to the 12th Flying Training Wing, Randolph associate units and a beneficiary population of more than 40,000. The 12th Medical Group is comprised of three squadrons: 12th Medical Support Squadron, 12th Medical Operations Squadron, and the 12th Aeromedical-Dental Squadron. 
The 12th Medical Support Squadron provides laboratory, pharmacy, radiology services, resource management, TRICARE, medical logistics and unit personnel services in support of the medical group and beneficiary population. 
The 12th Medical Operations Squadron provides a full array of specialties that include pediatrics, women’s healthcare, behavioral health services, family care and physical therapy, in addition to operating the central appointment and medical records sections. 
The 12th Aeromedical-Dental Squadron provides dental care for the Randolph community, as well as medical care for flight crewmembers, air traffic controllers and their families.  In addition, the squadron provides training to ensure flyers are well adapted to the physiological stresses of the flying environment. 
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
